EXPLORE Go to the Harvest 2011 (www.nazarene.org/harvest2011) webpage and explore it.

—  DOWNLOAD Under the “Resources” tab, click on the All-in-One Download and download all
the print resources. This is a sizable download and will take a while, even with a speedy
connection. If your connection is slow, ask someone else to help you. Be sure to download
videos too, as they become available on the website!

—  EXAMINE Read all documents, especially those that pertain to leaders. Devotionals for
Leaders has an idea sheet at the back, in addition to a reader’s theatre to perform as an
introduction to the event.

- PLAN Gather your pastor and your council, and begin planning. Let the group see all the
materials and distribute the appropriate resources to individuals who will be helping.
