Have the lesson
presenter serve as a “flight attendant.”

• Have the “captain” (person off-

stage with a microphone)

speak over the intercom period-

ically to update passengers on

the flight, giving brief but im-

portant facts from the curricu-

lum regarding the day’s topic.
