¢ No major debt

¢ Missiological training

e Appropriate licensing and certification

The process of becoming a global missionary will
help assess and re-assess your call at various
points in your journey. This process is designed
strategically, to develop you to be the very best
missionary possible. Our goal is to see you
prepare for a lifetime of missionary service, placed
where God can best utilize your gifts.

Practical Experience: Ability to
perform work in your own culture is
one way in which World Mission
can evaluate you for work in a
cross-cultural situation.

Formal Application: Should be
completed in consultation with the
Mission Candidate Coordinator
within two years of eligibility.

Level 4: Appointment

Placement Interviews: Candidates
approved for service are interviewed
for assignment consideration.
Assignments are made by the World
Mission Department Director.
Pre-Field Training (PFT): When the
candidate receives and accepts the
assignment, World Mission offers
pre-field training and a contract.
The five month process includes:
e World Mission Orientation (3
months)
e School of World Mission and
Evangelism (3 months)
e  Missionary Internship Program
(3 months)
e  Deputation Services
e  Intensive study of assigned
world area

Internship: After PFT, the candidate
is offered an internship contract.
This three year period includes:

e Deployment to field assignment

e  Language school

e Ministry assignment
Regional Advisory Committee
(RAC) Interview: Before the end of
the internship, interns meet with the
RAC on region where they served.
The RAC makes recommendation
to the World Mission Department
Director (WMDD) for global status.
Interview with General Board:
WMDD Committee schedules an
interview with the interns upon
WMDD recommendation.
World Mission recommends interns
ready for global appointment

Level 3: Evaluation
Candidate Assessment: Candidates within

two years of eligibility status are considered
for invitation to an assessment event. Each is
evaluated in several areas including their
competency in the twelve core elements.

Level 5: Global Mission Appointment
Affirming God’s call upon your life and His
gifting you for service; the General
Superintendents give final approval and the
General Board commission you as a Global
Missionary in the Church of the Nazarene.
