their neighbors, their classmates and friends...other missionaries too! 
We pray for love and unity!
Thursday—Their Ministry...that the Lord will equip them for specifi c 
ministry assignments...for the anointing of the Holy Spirit upon them.
Friday—Spiritual Warfare...for victory over the enemy...for the whole 
armor of God...for the weapons of warfare.
Saturday—National Revival...that revival will come to the nation. 

What would happen if every Nazarene pastor/family partnered with a mis-
sionary family in this way? I challenge you to fi nd out.
