The
“New Economy” is dramatically
impacting churches.

Many churches have no Sunday
evening or mid-week services

Some pastors give “lip service”
to mission support

~a. Never taught or caught the

real vision for missions
b. Concerned about competition
for fewer dollars

There is a perception that
missions is just for
“grandparents”

What Is Different Now

We may be experiencing a
leadership crisis:

a) Often difficult to find those
willing to accept leadership
positions

b) Often those who do accept
positions do so for status/
authority — but accomplish little
